Dr. Ernest Campbell, pastor emeritus of the Riverside Church in new Y ork City, has said that in
light of the fact that al we have comes as a gift from God, the issue that should concern usis not
What shall | giveto God, and why? but rather Wh at shal | keep and why? The latter question
illustrates what we can do to respond to all the love that God has showered upon us.

Thus, understanding stewardship is to know that God has entrusted much to us, and believing
we can trust God to aways take care of us. The trust is very important.
There are 7 basic truths that guide us in stewardship. They are summarized here.

TRUTH 1: God owns everything
2: God swork must be supported by God s people
3: God hold every person accountable
4: God swill isthat we give wisely and generously
5: God wants equal commitment from us, not equal contribution
6: God holds more responsible those to whom moreis given
7. God blesses the giver in proportionate measure
