County does not currently have a shelter. Therefore, victims who choose to leave abusive situations will
be referred to shelters in Kerrville, Sequin or Hondo. Construction of a new 6,090 square-foot facility
must begin by September 2010 and be completed by September 2011. This new building will provide
private sleeping quarters and communal dining and recreation areas for up to eight women and their
children at any given time; sheltering approximately 75 women and children a year. We will have a
speaker make a presentation at the July 18" church luncheon.
