Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of 
life,�  (John 8:12) but also �I have come into the world as a light, so that no 
one who believes in me should stay in darkness� (John 12:46). 
 

It is God�s desire that all of his beloved children, like each day, move 
from �darkness to light.�  This month I hope you wi ll reflect on these words as 
you enjoy a sunrise or two, but just as importantly I hope you will join me in 
allowing Jesus, �the Son� to rise in our lives and in the life and mission of 
LSPC.  May we never forget that in and through fellowship  that shares the
